Extra! Extra!
New attendance sheets to be in use 
beginning August 12, 2007 at FUMC.

Be in touch with your doctor�s o�ce 
on possible new recommendations. 

 Sick children are miserable and so 
are Mom�s and Dad�s, and employers. 
Millions of dollars each year of lost wages 
can be accounted for due to parents 
home with sick children. Try to develop 
a back up plan for your sick child. 

 Provide alcohol based cleansers for 
between-soap-and-water-washes where 
kids are most. Wipe down door knobs 
and telephones and remote controls as 
often as possible. Make it easy for younger 
children to reach the sink without your 
assistance so they may wash often.

When shopping for clothes, keep in mind 
any dress codes that may apply. Think 
about whether your child walks, rides a 
bike, or is outdoors for any free time. During 
winter, throw an extra pair of mittens/socks 
in their bag for later. Let the kids help 
decorate the socks/mittens to increase the 
chance of the kids actually using them!

But perhaps the most important new 
item each student wants is their new 
backpack. I have seen children very young 
carrying backpacks that bend them over 
because of the weight they carry. It is 
recommended that your child�s backpack 
not contain any more that 10-15 % of 
the child�s weight. What does this mean 
exactly? A 50lb child should not carry 
more than 7.5lbs in their pack. A 100lb 
child should not carry more than 15lbs. 
Even the high school or college student 
weighing 150lb should not carry more than 
22.5lbs. Continued long term, overweight 
back packs can cause musculoskeletal 
problems, both acute and chronic. Packs 
should balance over BOTH shoulders, not 
hang to one side for the same reason. 

One last note on a healthy school year: 
make sure your child gets enough 
rest. Children need 8 hours or more of 
sleep for best health. They need time to 
�unwind� before bed just like adults do. 
Don�t allow them to get over booked 
or scheduled right up to bed time. A 
time of quiet re�ection and prayer can 
be very centering for everyone.

Enjoy the rest of your summer. Starting 
in September I will begin to list monthly 
observances related to health issues.

The Christian 
Education 
Committee met 
last month and 

one of the themes was �readiness� for 
receiving Holy Communion. Some 
were uncertain as to when our children 
should begin to receive communion. 
Others told stories of being frowned 
upon for letting their children receive 
the Lord�s Supper before the age of 
con�rmation. The question was raised: 
Isn�t it important that the children 
know the meaning of communion 
before they receive the invitation to 
join Jesus at the communion table?

All children must learn �table manners,� 
even at the Lord�s Table, and the 
best people to teach them are their 
parents. The parents can decide 
how to introduce their children 
to communion in worship. Some 
children are appreciative of this meal 
of love very early. Some are shy and

resistant, and it may take a while for 
them act �appropriately� in a ritual 
atmosphere like the Lord�s Supper. 
Some children will sense the �holiness� 
of the meal and be taught early to love 
the sweet communion with Jesus. 

Do children really understand 
the mystery of communion? Do 
all adults really understand the 
deepest meanings of the sacrament? 
Aren�t we all growing in the way we 
understand the love and forgiveness 
of God to be working in our lives. 

If parents are looking for words to share 
with their children, there�s a pamphlet 
on United Methodists and Communion 
in the Library/Chapel on the bottom 
shelf near the middle of the shelves. 
Also, every other year a Sunday School 
session is taught to 1st and 2nd grades 
on the meaning of Holy Communion. 
Parents may want to attend that session. 

Simple meanings can be shared with 
children about the life of Jesus, and 
about Jesus� love and forgiveness of 
all. Simple meanings can be shared 
about the Lord�s Supper at the home 
table by speaking about the Bread

being like the body of Christ, and the 
juice like the blood of Christ and that 
Jesus wants us to all be his family 
around his table, the Lord�s Supper, 
because he loves us so much.

The important thing is that we 
parents bring our children to an 
understanding of God�s love in Jesus 
Christ and Holy Communion provides 
many special opportunities to share 
our understanding and joy of being 
loved and forgiven by God around 
the table at home and especially 
around the �table� in worship.

�Let the little children come unto me, 
for to such becomes the kingdom of 
God,� said Jesus to his disciples who 
were trying to keep the children from 
the blessing of Jesus� presence. 

If you would like to talk to me about 
�readiness for communion� please 
do. Maybe we can take some of 
the anxiety out of the �readiness� 
ideas concerning the subject of 
children and the Lord�s Supper.
