 Hospitality:  Our 
Evangelism- Hospitality Team 
has been working on making 
our church more accessible, 
and friendly, especially to new 
people who visit.  We are 
making contact with more peo-
ple with the PINK SHEETS!  In-
dividuals in our church have 
discovered ways they can in-
vite and welcome new people 
and those who have been inac-
tive back into ministry.  We 
have made our nursery a pre-
dictable reality especially for 
new parents whose children 
are new to the church experi-
ence.  Nursery care is avail-
able all morning even during 
fellowship time between ser-
vices.  What a plus for those 
who can then enjoy worship 
fellowship, and adult education 
without a lot of parental 
òworries.ó    When I talk to 
new people, they have appre-
ciated the efforts of our wel-
coming educational ministries 
for children, and youth, òyes, 
and people are friendly!ó      

 We are learning hos-
pitality and Jesus is teaching us 
more through experience.  We 
noted that a newcomer re-
turned after a few weeks of 
absence.  They went into fel-
lowship time to òfellowshipó 
and everyone was ògrouped 
up.ó This person felt isolated or 
ògrouped out!ó They felt like a 
stranger even though theyõd 
been to worship and fellowship 
before and experienced a 
warm welcome.    
 Reflecting on this situa-
tion, the Administrative Council 
talked about the possibilities 
for keeping an eye out for 
people who òlookó isolated or 
ònot connectedó in fellowship 
time, worship, hallway, parking 
lot.  Itõs easier said than done 
when you are a teacher, 
server, organizer, at your 
òpostó or are hungry for famil-
iar fellowship among those 
familiar church faces yourself.  
We are learning that hospital-
ity is the whole church reaching 
out to welcome and receive 
people into the fellowship of 
Christ at First United Methodist 
Church.  Could you see yourself 
making connections for those 
who need a special welcome 
on Sunday morning, whether 
new or in need of renewal in 
their experience of fellowship?                                   
òHow lovely is your dwelling 
place, O Lord of hosts!  My soul 
longs, indeed it faints for the 
courts of the Lord.ó [Psalm 
84:1,2]          
 Worship: We as hu-
man beings have a need to be 
touched by the Spirit in wor-
ship. Worship of God that calls 
out of us the very renewal of 
our soul.  I hear from people 
occasionally about their wor-
ship experience.  I have been 
told repeatedly that the music 
leads them beyond their woes 
and closer to God.  The choirs 
bring a variety of spiritual 

gifts: sweetness of a singing 
childõs aura; powerful praise 
that lifts the spirit; tender re-
flection that touches the soulõs 
depths, comforting peace that 
disperses tension and brings a 
healing tear, a beaming smile.  
People come from worship with 
other churches to our place of 
worship just to experience min-
istry of the Spirit through music!                                   
 Music gives voice to 
our amazement as we share 
God-sightings, celebrations 
and bring our worldõs needs to 
God for blessing.  
 Worship gives oppor-
tunity for us to experience 
Godõs Word to us that trans-
forms our life, makes us disci-
ples of Christ,  renewing the 
very image of God within us.  
In other words worship moves 
our hearts toward God and 
binds us together with others.  
It is a unifying experience and 
a personal experience.                           
 How is your worship 
experience on Sunday morn-
ing?  I believe you might be 
able to help us make our wor-
ship even more passionate and 
transforming!
