     In Zimbabwe, where one of the 

worst economic crises in history has 

taken place, resources were scarce 

and expensive, particularly for those 

in more remote areas. This left many 

of the most vulnerable communities 

without access to basic necessities 

such as food or clean water, much 

less the òluxuryó of such items as pa-

per or a ruler. Often seen as a privi-

lege, access to education and educa-

tional materials are highly valued and 

much appreciated by all, providing a 

foundation of hope for the future. 
 

     So, when more than 400 children 

in rural Zimbabwe received school 

kits from UMCOR to help them pre-

pare for the reopening of their schools 

there were shouts of joy. These hum-

ble satchels containing notebooks, 

scissors, and eraser, ruler, crayons, 

pencils and pencil sharpener are tan-

gible gifts of love for children living in 

an area of the world where life is diffi-

cult  at best. The items in the school 

kits packed and sent by United 

Methodists are humble by US stan-

dards, yet priceless to the children 

who receive them.

Our Purpose:  The organized unit of United Methodist 

Women shall be a community of women whose purpose 

is to know God and to experience freedom as whole per-

sons through Jesus Christ, to develop a creative suppor-

tive fellowship; and to expand concepts of mission 

through participation in the global ministries of the 

Church. 
 

Emblem: The emblem of the 

United Methodist Women af-

firms our continuity as women 

organized for mission. Its sym-

bolism affirms our continuous 

growth and renewal.  
 

     The emblem of the United Methodist Women, as well 

as that for the Church, combines the cross and flame 

symbolizing the Holy Spirit. The cross and flame are an-

cient symbols of the Church, dating back to the day of 

Christ and Pentecost. Each evokes images of sacrifice, 

witness and service. Both remind us of the opportunities 

and obligations of discipleship. Paul's ancient words to 

Timothy have fresh and contemporary meaning: "éI now 

remind you to stir into flame the gift of God which is 

within youé" (II Timothy 1:6, NEB)  

 

     As part of the emblem for the United Methodist 

Women, these symbols remind us of our purpose of help-

ing women to grow as persons in community in their un-

derstanding of and willingness to participate in the global 

mission of the Church. These also remind us of our heri-

tage, women who pioneered in service for the Church at 

home and abroad and in organization of women for mis-

sion service and support in many areas of need.  

The shape of the emblem is likewise symbolic. It is fluid 

and free flowing, suggesting change and mobility. As or-

ganized groups of women, this has been our heritageñ

often as the forefront of movements for change, at times 

supporting the projects initiated by others, but always 

aware of the times and striving to move with them rather 

than be overwhelmed by them.  
 

     The cross, the flame and the individual with her abili-

ties and opportunitiesñall are elements of the 21st cen-

tury movement for United Methodist Women.

month we  have 

been meeting 

briefly with con-

firmation stu-

dents and their 

parents to hear 

them say in their 

own words that 

they are ready to 

òclaimó their baptism, confirm their 

faith in Christ, become members of 

Christõs body, the Church, as a disciple 

of Christ. 
 

 The first question of the Bap-

tismal Vows on that day will be: On 

behalf of the whole church I ask you:  

Do you renounce the spiritual forces 

of wickedness, reject the evil powers 

of this world, and repent of your sin?ó 

The expected answer to this question 

on òConfirmation Dayó is òI do.ó  What 

an awesome question!  There is no 

shortage of evil to reject in this world.  

In light of the awesome question the 

answer is even more amazing! 

 

 The next question is 

òDo you accept the freedom and 

power God gives you to resist evil, in-

justice, and oppression in whatever 

forms they present themselves? An-

swer:  òI do.ó 

 

 Do you confess Jesus Christ as 

your Savior, put your whole trust in his 

grace, and promise to serve him as 

your Lord, in union with the church 

which Christ has opened to people of 

all ages, nations, and races?  Answer: 

òI do.ó 

 It is important for each of us to 

revisit the vows of our baptism be-

cause itõs about laying down 

(rejecting) an old life and picking up 

(accepting) a new life and walking with 

Jesus all the way through life. These 

vows call to mind John Wesleyõs Three 

Simple Rules: òDo no harm!ó òDo all 

the good you canó and òStay in love 

with God.ó 

 For the Christian it is a life of 

òRenovation,ó as our Lenten small 

group study points out; a ònew crea-

tionó as St. Paul points out.  God is at 

work in us making all things new.  Itõs 

about transformation.  The Vision 

Statement of the United Methodist 

Church is òMaking Disciples for the 

Transformation of the World.ó So it is a 

mighty journey we are calling these 

young people to engage. 

 

 When a person affirms the 

faith of their baptism, it is no small 

thing.  So where do you start?  The 

question before the commendation of 

the congregation is òas a member of 

First United Methodist Church, will you 

faithfully participate in its ministries by 

your prayers, your presence, your 

gifts, and your service?  Answer:  òI 

will.ó 

 To say, òI willó to this question 

means that the person is willing in a 

very specific sense join with the 

church.   It is the people of First U M C, 

not just any church, in which we work 

out our discipleship and join the work 

of the United Methodist Church and 

other Christian bodies around the 

world. 

 Our own prayers, our own 

presence, our unique gifts, and our 

special service are the means by 

which the world is transformed. These 

practices are call òholy habitsó that 

will shape our lives as we develop 

them. 

 We start with these basics: 

prayer, presence with the church and 

faithful presence in the world, gifts of 

time, talent and resource, and service 

even to the least, the last, the lost in 

the name of Jesus, (Mt. 25).  Itõs about 

ownership of the faith and mission of 

the church. 

 Soéwhere do we start as with 

a person who is choosing to confirm 

the faith of their baptism?  Weõll to 

start them thinking about their choice 

of confirmation in a down to earth  

sense. #1We say, òWe have to order 

the ôLong White (confirmation) Robesõ 

ahead of time. 
 

 The decision to confirm their 

faith now becomes more òreal,ó 

maybe in some ways because we have 

to order them ahead of April 25th 

2010.  #2 Upon the decision to con-

firm their faith, each confirmand is to 

call the church office and order their 

envelops sent to their home so that 

they can continue to consciously en-

gage the òholy habitó of giving in-

cluded in the vowéóyour giftsó, òas a 

member of First United Methodist 

Church.  
 

 When I was almost confirma-

tion age, in order to enable the òholy 

habitó of giving for me, my Father put 

a roll of dimes on the kitchen table 

with a church giving envelope. Then, 

he counted out ten and set one of the 

dimes aside and said, òThese dimes 

are going to be your weekly allowance 

you get when you do your ôchores.õ  

This dime, set apart, he pointed, is 

your tithe to the church.ó  Over the 

years he kept reminding me, and it 

helped me in a practical sense own 

my membership in the church and de-

velop this òholy habit.ó  There are 

many òhabitsó that I have strained to 

break, but not this one (although I 

have failed sometimes in my goals). 

These four òholy habitsó in the mem-

bership vows are worthy of cultivation. 
  

 The holy habits of prayer, pres-

ence, gifts and service are monumen-

tal in the glorious mission to òmake 

disciples for the transformation of the 

world.ó  Our passions do tend fizzle, 

but òholy habitsó keep us moving, 

praying, presence ( hanging in there), 

giving and serving. 

 

 Lent is good time to work on 

rejecting the old confining, destructive 

habits and begin strengthening òholy 

habitsó that not only guide us but the 

entire church for the transformation of  

the world!

     One winter morning, two brothers 

decided to visit their neighbor. They 

had to cross a pond.  But since it was 

frozen over, their father said they 

could walk across it. He sat on the 

porch with his binoculars to watch and 

make sure they would be all right.   

Along the way, the boys came across a 

crack in the ice.  Their father watched 

as the 13 year old knelt down by the 

crack.   He put his knees on one side 

of the crack and his hands on the 

other, and then told his 3 year old 

brother to walk across his back so 

heõd be safe.   
 

     We practice giving when weõre will-

ing to put ourselves in the middle of a 

situation in order to help others get 

where they need to be. At times weõll 

be able to actually offer our gifts as a 

means to move from one place to an-

other.  At other times, such as with the 

current disaster in Haiti, we arenõt 

able to be directly involved. However, 

our prayers and our gifts are providing 

love offerings as the money we send 

provides food, shelter, water and 

medicine to those in need. 
 

     We are so blessed that sometimes 

itõs hard for us to decide how we can 

respond to such overwhelming disas-

ters. Itõs not as easy as spreading our-

selves over a crack in the ice so that 

someone can cross safely.  How much 

is God calling us to give?  Some have 

suggested one dayõs salary.   
 

     A faithful response may also be as 

straightforward as making sure our 

giving allows our church to meet our 

primary mission goals first this year.   

Our apportionments are a ð portion ð 

meant ð for ð others.  These are mis-

sion dollars that allow us to have the 

òbridgingó structures in place to make 

sure that as soon as a disaster 

strikes, United Methodists are there 

offering help and wholeness in the 

midst of brokenness.  What is God 

calling you to give today?
