1. Itõs nice to hear your name, so learn the names 

of our guests, too. 

2. Labeling people creates invisible barriers. Re-

member that guests are guests, not òthe home-

lessó.  Labelingñwhether spoken, or printed on a 

posted signñcreates divisions and can foster an 

òusó and òthemó syndrome. 

3. Personal questions can be tough to answer, so 

donõt put guests in awkward positions by asking 

personal questions. If guests need to talk, give 

them the chance, but donõt pry. 

4. We all like to keep some things to ourselves. All 

information about guests is confidential. Donõt 

discuss guestsõ situations with other people. 

5. Everyone can use a little privacy. Our houses of 

worship become temporary homes for our 

guests. Knock before entering a guestõs room. 

6. Sometimes we need to spend time alone. Re-

spect guestsõ needs for quiet times alone  with 

family. 

7. We all have bad days. Depression, sadness, and 

hopelessness may come. Allow guests the space 

to deal with their emotions. Be prepared to for-

give outbursts without judging guests ungrateful. 

8. We understand and care for our children. Allow 

guests to do the same. Avoid contradicting 

guestsõ instructions to their children. Always ask 

parentsõ permission before giving things to chil-

dren. 

9. Parents need a break. Offer to tutor, play with 

and plan activities for interested children while 

their parents take a break. 

10. Adult guests should be treated like adults. Al-

though our guests are in situations that may 

make them temporarily dependent on others, 

remember that they are adults who are capable 

of making their own decisions.

and Earth, 
Now! God 
with us, 
Now!ó 
Wow! 
Very often, 

we as humans, struggle with respect 
and accommodation within our rela-
tionships.  This is common in all 
spheres of our lives.  We often make 
conflicting aims a òwin-loseó game 
that sends us away from the relation-
ship shaking our heads in despair and 
humiliation.  "We could have a good 
marriage if he/she would justé  She 
wants him to change and he wants 
her to change.ó [Gary Chapman, òFive Love Languagesó] 
 Iõm reminded of a scene pic-
turing two exhausted donkeys back 
to back each trying to eat from a pile 
of hay just beyond their reach.  They 
are tied together and limited by a 
cord of vengeance, payback, and 
rigid personal opinion.  They are both 
starving and exhausted from the 
strain, but they continue to strain to-
ward their desires while avoiding the 
issues that keep them from satisfac-
tion.  
 In Matthew 7:5, Jesus had a 
different idea: "First, get the log out 
of your own eye, and then you can 
see more clearly how to get the speck 
out of the eye ofó (your spouse, 
neighbor, fellow church member).  A 
more loving family or church relation-
ship begins when you pray this 
prayer: "Lord, where am I failing in 
this relationship." It's a prayer God 
will answer. It must start here. 
 When Jesus taught his disci-
ples to pray he said, òPray like thisó 
and we have the Lordõs Prayer which 
says, òForgive us our sins as we for-
give those who sin against us.ó  That 
prayer challenges me every time I 
pray it consciously, although itõs easy 
to skip over the ôforgivenessõ part to 
òfor thine is the kingdom and the 
power and the glory forever.ó  Itõs 

easier for me to think for òMINE is the 
kingdom and the power and the 
gloryé!  I forget that the word is 
òThine is the Kingdom and the 
poweró and the Lordõs Prayer recalls 
the mercy extended to us from the 
Cross in Jesusõ prayer, òFather for-
give them for they donõt know what 
they are doing.ó 
 Itõs amazing how one bitter 
relationship in the Church can limit 
and cut off the flow of daily òbreadó 
that God has intended for us. It be-
comes another limiting burden on the 
LIFE that Christ has promised us by 
faith. 
 Where do I begin? Start with 
your own sin. Admit that you're not 
perfect. Confess some of your most 
obvious failures to the person that 
you are struggling with, your spouse 
a committee member. Talk about your 
acceptance of Christõs forgiveness 
and loving support from the Cross.  
Tell them that you want to change the 
situation and move in a new direction 
so that the relationship can be ful-
filled by Christõs mercy.  Ask them 
how they think you could change to 
be a better husband, wife, or a ser-
vant of Christ in the Church. Then, do 
your best to make changes.  Hope-
fully your òpartner(s) in stress and 
strain and avoidanceó will recipro-
cate as you both appeal to Christõs 
mercy.  
 Many people are at a stale-
mate because they have allowed a 
wall to develop between them. Walls 
are built one stone at a time. It may 
be as small as an off handed jab or 
reproving remark or failing to meet 
stated and shared expectations.  In-
stead of dealing with the failure, 
many of us choose to ignore it. One 
failure after another is ignored. The 
wall becomes substantial. We are 
filled with regret and resentment re-
mains a strong wall over time.  
  There is only one way to take 
down the wall. We must remove the 
blocks on our side, òTake the log out 
of our own eye.ó Someone must in-
troduce what Christ offered from the 

Cross. Will they forgive you? Is it 
worth the prayer, and bringing Christ 
into your situation to bring reconcilia-
tion and blessing and healing to the 
relationship? Confess your past fail-
ures and ask God to help you make 
the future different. The wall is not as 
thick when you take down the wall 
from your side.  
 If you want to have loving, 
productive relationships in family and 
church remember that each time you 
ignore a harsh word, or condemning 
statement it sits as an emotional bar-
rier between you and another and 
Godõs kingdom of truth and light is 
put off. Love removes the barriers. It 
employs forgiveness. It creates a 
smoother highway, even a òfreeway,ó 
free from the burden of guilt, shame 
and suspicion that walls out the flow 
of Godõs love. 
 Will you focus on removing 
barriers between yourself and others 
in your family and the church?  Can 
we say boldly, by faith, and even as 
a church body, that Godõs kingdom 
really comes when we engage the 
reconciling power of the Cross.  
 We are blessed with a mas-
sive Cross in our sanctuary to remind 
us of Christõs work.  If we do the work 
of the Cross of Christ, we will know 
the ònew heaven and the new earthó 
that Revelation proclaims.  Can we 
say that we here at First UMC are 
committed to removing the barriers to 
the kingdom of God, right now, in our 
relationships? What does your deep-
est prayer tell you?  Donõt forget to 
ask for help and courage from God 
and others as you pray!

John 17:20-26.  òThe wind blows wher-

ever it pleases.ó said Jesus on one occa-

sion. òYou hear its sound, but you cannot 

tell where it comes from or where it is 

going.ó (John 3:8).  On this day we cele-

brate Pentecost--when the disciples 

were all together in one place and 

òsuddenly a sound like the blowing of a 

violent wind came from heaven and 

filled the whole house where they were 

sitting. They saw what seemed to be 

tongues of fire that separated and came 

to rest on each of them. All of them were 

filled with the Holy Spirit and began to 

speak in other tongues as the Spirit en-

abled them.ó We have a tendency in the 

church today to minimize the role of the 

Holy Spirit. No oneõs going to accuse us 

of being drunk and disorderly. We re-

coil at unbridled emotionalism as we 

would call it. We donõt want any violent 

wind to shake the foundations of our 

temple. Weõre content to be refined, 

respectable, responsible, and, above all, 

rational.  Then, how does the Spirit move 

you, fire you up, get you going, so that 

there is no doubt Godõs power is present 

in your life?

Prices, like 

the time commitment involved, vary 

greatly, but the FUMC Mission Trip 

known as the ôJunior High Mission 

Tripõ has consistently rung in at ap-

proximately $300 per person.

      For as little as $120 per week di-

vided between $100 of scrip from 

County Market and $20 per week 

from Kwik Trip, the ôMissionsõ account 

will earn $3.80 per week OR $197.60 

(ALMOST 2/3 of the cost of a first time 

mission trip for one of our youth!) an-

nually! 

If you or your child are plan-

ning to go on a mission trip this year 

or next, you should start accumulating 

SCRIP money in your account. Other 

members of the congregation can pur-

chase scrip and have those monies 

distributed to all Mission Trip Partici-

pants or can specify a recipient. As a 

grandparent you can purchase SCRIP 

and have your percentage transferred 

to your grandchildõs account. Take 

note, however, that this is not a sav-

ings account that can be started after 

baptism (!) but can be used by a par-

ticipant who is planning to participate 

within the coming year. 

 Can you appreciate others 

that passionately participate quarterly 

or annually in missions around the 

globe and begin to purchase scrip 

regularly to allow their work to con-

tinue?  If you answered yes, please 

see Becki Swenson or Lisa DuPont in 

Fellowship Hall on Sunday morning at 

the SCRIP table, or talk to anyone 

planning on taking a mission trip and 

they will be happy to explain the de-

tails to you.
