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òWe will not neglect the house 
of our God.ó( Nehemiah 10:39)   

                    
 Chapter 10 of the prophet 
Nehemiah presents the vow of the peo-
ple to tend to the building, mainte-
nance and function of òthe house of 
God.ó  For them, that was the Temple 
in Jerusalem.  Nehemiah, the prophet, 
was still in exile in Babylon 
ònegotiatingó with King Artaxerxes for 
time and materials to rebuild the tem-
ple in Jerusalem.  It was only through 
much prayer, organizing and negotia-
tion that this dream was accomplished 
in this ancient time.  The book of Nehe-
miah shows Nehemiahõs prayerful lead-
ership in making possible the restora-
tion of the temple grounds and the 
place of worship in Jerusalem.         
             While listening 
to the First United Methodist Trusteesõ 
story of the maintenance and repair 
needs and plans for our church, I began 
to reflect on the task of Nehemiah of 
restoring the Temple in the late 6th cen-
tury BCE.  It had been destroyed in the 
invasion seventy years before.  Our 
Trustees arenõt talking about building 
up from ruins, but some challenges con-
fronting our Trustees loom large.  Their 
task is to maintain the building in such a 
way that makes it safe and efficient for 
all to use in òmaking disciples of Jesus 
Christ.ó      
 During a Trustee meeting, I 
sensed the real frustration of the com-
mittee in attempting to deal with parts 
of our building that are showing signs 
of age.  Parts of the building are be-
coming costly to operate and some are 
even barriers to effective ministry. I see 
their frustration in being good stewards 
of our Church facilities and yet not hav-

ing the resources available to make 
plans over the years. The people of 
First United Methodist Church have 
been working diligently on reducing 
our mortgage loan indebtedness on the 
much needed 2001 expansion project.  
In the process, funding for maintenance 
of the original building has been put on 
hold in many cases in our appeals and 
allocation of funds.                     
     The Trustees reminded me of 
the sudden roof repair project a couple 
of years ago that had to be done im-
mediately after the water came pour-
ing through the kitchen ceiling during 
Vacation Bible School.  This caused 
much damage, and eventually further 
damage, to the organ and worship 
center during a windy wintry day while 
the roof repair was still incomplete. 
Some of that damage was still in the 
process of being restored in 2009. 
  
 Other members and visitors 
have struggled (especially those with 
walkers and canes and their arms full) 
with the East and South entry doors to 
the sanctuary area.  These doors also 
need to be brought up to òfire codeó 
for safe entrance and exit of all who 
worship and meet in our facilities.  
 There are also those things that 
do not òcatch the eye.ó The windows on 
the original building need to be re-
placed for efficiency and the furnaces 
that heat and cool the sanctuary are 
35 years old and need to be replaced 
with more modern, higher efficiency 
systems.  Since 1975 the office area, 
has been heated by electric baseboard 
heaters, which are expensive to oper-
ate.  This was revealed to us when Tom 
Lepien did an energy audit of our fa-
cilities a few years ago.  Replacement 
of these furnaces would, then, allow us 
to more efficiently heat and cool the 
Church Offices as well.   
 Below, is a list of priority main-
tenance-improvement items the Trustees 
have posted.  In the next weeks the 
Administrative Council will discuss the 
practical option of creating an account 
separate from òBuilding on Blessingsó 
or òRenovation and Expansionó account, 

which has been primarily focused on 
debt reduction.  The new òCapital Im-
provement Fundó would be available 
to accumulate and direct funds to main-
tenance-improvement projects like 
those below.                                  
 Please pray like Nehemiah for 
the refurbishing of the temple in Jeru-
salem (Nehemiah 2:4).  Talk to our Trustees 
about their experience as stewards of 
our truly marvelous facilities for ministry 
at First United Methodist Church.  The 
Trustee Committee names are on the 
Church Officer Posting on the main 
church bulletin board outside the office.   
Pray for them as they carry out the 
work of the stewardship of our FUMC 
facilities or as in Nehemiah 10:39 òthe 
house of our God.ó

And that is 
the question we struggle with. We know 
God cares, but why doesnõt God pre-
vent bad things from occurring?

 The òworld endingó language of 
Mark 13 about the end of the world is 
not the sort of thing you want to read 
right before falling off to sleep.

Even if you and I are not 
here when history comes to an end and 
the òstars fall from the sky, and the 
heavenly bodies are shakenó, there is 
much in life to fear. If you were in the 
Twin Towers on 9-11, you would think 
the world had come to an end.                                
 Every day people die in tragic 
accidents, or homicides. Every day, 
someone gets a diagnosis of a fatal dis-
ease.  We donõt have to think about the 
end of time to get ourselves into an anx-
ious state. And so we need to deal with 
Mark 13. We need to confront the fact 
of dramatic upheavals that will come to 

us all as time passes, whether it is the 
end of the world, or a terrorist attack or 
a life-threatening disease or whatever 
may come our way.

23:1-7; Psalm 132:1-12; Revelation 
1ó4b-8; John 18:33-37                                  
 If you want to know where his-
tory is headed, there it is--Christ will one 
day reign over all.  As St. Paul writes in 
Philippians 2, òTherefore God exalted 
him to the highest place and gave him 
the name that is above every name, that 
at the name of Jesus every knee should 
bow, in heaven and on earth and under 
the earth, and every tongue confess that 
Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God 
the Fatheró (vs. 9-11) Thatõs the vision 
here. We believe that if you want to 
understand God, all you have to do is 
look at Christ. We believe Christ is the 
Savior of the world. Christ has called us 
to be a òkingdomó and òpriests to serve 
his God and Father.ó What does that 
mean for me today?

-36  Waiting is hard for most of us. A 
song reminds us, òThey that wait upon 
the Lord will renew their strength.

 Waiting for the return of the 
Messiah.  Much of the New Testament is 
devoted to the second coming of Christ.

Nevertheless, there 
are some clear Biblical principles for 
those who wait. Be patient. Be faithful. 
Be prepared. Patience, faithfulness, and 
preparation are not always what we 
are taught in our fast pace, I want it now 
society.
