Greetings!

Family Promise is an organization that helps homeless and loweome families achieve sustainable independence.
We work with a local chapter in West Bend. Our church, along with 11 others in the area, take turns sharing our
space, food, and hospitality with (usually) two families in need throughout the year. If you'd like to know more about
the program, please visitamilypromise.orgfor more detailed information.

Our church's next hosting opportunity will bBunday, January 12 - Sunday, January 19. There are a number of op-
portunities in which you can help!

Greet/Setup: This volunteer opportunity involves opening the church doors and turning on the lights for the fami-
lies and the dinner host. This may also include helping the dinner host, if needed, or visiting with the families
before dinner. You will need a key to the church to serve in this capacity.

Dinner Host This volunteer provides dinner for the families we are hosting and cleans the dishes after dinner.
Allergies and dietary restrictions will be shared closer to our hosting week, as the information becomes avail-
able. When signing up for this slot, it is helpful to include the main entree so we can avoid repeating meals.

There is also an opportunity to provide a hot meal for the families Saturday morning (ideas include french
toast, pancakes, eggs, etc.).

Evening HostDuring this time, volunteers are encouraged to spend time with the families and/or play with the
children. Families with children are also encouraged to sigip for this time, as the children we host often
love meeting/playing with the children from our congregation.

Overnight Host Cots are provided in the Nursery for those that volunteer to sleep overnight, and you are invited
to bring your own bedding. This host locks the doors at 10pm and makes sure our guests have what they
need for breakfast at 6:30am (cereal, bagels, etc.). The guests are usually picked up or leave the church by
7am.

Setup/Take Down Setup begins after Sunday School. We arrange the rooms the families will be staying in for

the week and setup their cots and bedding; arrange a living room area for them; and set out the dishes and
arrange the dining room for our families. Take down begins at 6:30am the final Sunday of our hosting week.

If you are interested in serving in any of these capacities, there will be a signsheet on the bulletin board near the
front door.
